Having the additional
support of a State of
Ohio Licensed Inde-
pendent Social
Worker / State of Ohio
Licensed Independent
Chemical Dependency
Counselor is an added
benefit that provides a
unique recovery
experience.

The first stage of the Gateway
House renovation, three new roofs
and the repainting of the exterior o}
the buildings, was completed in -
November.

Now that the leaking roofs are
replaced we will correct the water
damaged ceilings and walls. The
kitchen cabinets are younger than
the buildings but older than some
of the residents. The carpet is guar
anteed for 10 years...but is 18 year
old. Little needs to be done with
the electric which has been re-
placed and is current. Some up-
dated fixtures are planned for co:
metic reasons. Most plumbing
fixtures will be replaced. We pur-
chased most of our furniture from ¥
Goodwill and Salvation Army 8
years ago. We would donate them
back to Goodwill, but they proba-
bly can't use them.

We have raised $145,000 of our [
$255,000 budget and we will com-
plete work one unit at a time until
we have completed the project or
used the funds raised.
